The Boston Witham Academies Federation
places great importance on the role of children
receiving suitable, effective full time education
through regular attendance at the Academies.

Did you know? A persistent absentee is defined by the
Government as someone who has attendance of 85% or
less.

Did you know? If your child is absent for just one day every
week, they will miss out on two years of education over
their school life.

The Academy supports the need for good attendance through
building a good working relationship with students and parents/
carers. Good attendance is rewarded through Vivo Miles, Celebration
Assemblies and Rewards Trips.

Parents and carers should be aware that the Government has
introduced strict new regulations to ensure that pupils and students
do not take holidays during term time. Holidays can now only be
authorised in exceptional circumstances and our Board of Directors
and Governors have been given a range of sanctions and fines to
consider imposing on those parents and carers who take students
and pupils on holiday during term time. Consequently we ask, in
order for parents and carers not to fall foul of these new regulations,
that holidays are not taken during term time. Below are the term
dates for the next academic year, during which pupils and students
are no longer allowed to take holiday leave unless the circumstances
are exceptional (for example recuperation or medical treatment
abroad).
